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About the 2000E/1000B series firmware update procedure

1. Prepare a USB memory that has been formatted in FAT32 with all the contents erased, and
copy only the firmware update file (*.Upg).

2. Change the language setting to English in the UTIL menu of DSO, and clear the settings with
the default key.

3. Turn off the DSO power, insert a USB memory, turn on the Variable knob while turning on the

power, and then search for memory and then display the display.
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If the UPG file cannot be recognized, replace it with another USB memory and do the same

procedure.

Press the key beside "Start Now" to start the update, wait until the yellow status bar is full.
When "Update Nand Flash Success" is displayed, it is completed. Turn off the power and
remove the USB memory.

6. Turn on the power and check the version (UTIL key — system — system info).

This is the completion of the update.
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
